Christmas Outreach Update
We previously asked you to pray for our Christmas outreach to children and 
their families.  The gospel message was shared with over 90 adults and 
children in the community.  Puppeteers from Bosnia, using the story of the 
Wizard of Oz, shared with 48 children the message that God is love and 
wants to be their friend and make their hearts whole.  Following the 
presentation,  the children enjoyed pizza, bowling and games.  During the 
children's games and activities, the adults enjoyed a time of coffee and 
fellowship and one of our church member shared his memories of special 
Christmas gifts, specifically inviting them to accept the best Christmas gift of 
all, the birth of the Messiah, Jesus Christ.  This was a good opportunity to 
build greater trust with those we are all in relationship with here.  We are 
thankful for the seeds that were planted.

As a family, we reached out to the families in our own neighborhood by 
preparing small candy containers, which included scriptures about the birth 
of Jesus Christ.  On Christmas eve, we visited the families to 
deliver our gifts.  One of the strengths of Croatians is their 
generous hospitality and this experience was no different.  We 
received a warm welcome and were invited to sit and have coffee 
and cakes.  Making little cakes is part of their Christmas tradition 
for Christmas Eve.  Another part of their Christmas tradition 
includes a time of fasting.  This tradition gave us an opportunity to 
share about our own traditions for Christmas, and what our 
motivations are for fasting;  to seek God's face for some special  
reason, which can be done at any time we feel  God's leading to do 
so, not as some required and scheduled obligation.  We enjoyed this 
time to be transparent with our neighbors and share more about our 
faith.
